Join us for an unforgettable evening of cinematic celebration with a Hollywood-style Red Carpet 
Experience, Maryland Premiere Screening and Live Q&A with filmmakers and cast of The 
Conspiracists. The film was shot in Delaware and in Havre De Grace at the Decoy 
Museum. Directed by Maryland native Michael Perrie Jr.; produced by Uncultured Swine and 
Wilmington’s King Creative, the ultra-low-budget independent film follows two siblings' dreams 
of building an all-inclusive conspiracy convention. However, when plans begin to go awry, it's 
up to one of them to put the pieces back together while the other strives to uncover a bigger 
conspiracy at play. 

“What we accomplished in 11 continuous days of shooting was truly a miracle,” exclaimed 
Christopher Robert Bruce, one of the executive producers. “But it was also the result of 
incredible preparation and tenacious work ethic.” 
 
How did this ultra-low-budget indie film, shot in only 11 days and made for a fraction of a 
typical production budget, come to fruition… and in Delaware and Maryland of all places?  “It 
started with a hilarious script, years-long friendships that turned into creative partnerships, the 
desire to bring a unique story to life, and an ambitious timeline along with a giant leap of faith,” 
explained executive producers Beatriz Naranjo and Delaware native Edward Layfield, founders 
of the NYC-based production hub Uncultured Swine. The Conspiracists marks their feature film 
debut as producers, although they’ve previously produced other smaller scale projects, including 
TV pilots and short films. 
 
The original script was written by their talented close friends, husband-and-wife duo Michael 
Perrie Jr. and Lacy Reily. “As we wander into another time of emotional, political and social 
insecurity, conspiracy runs rampant with every new post online,” said Perrie Jr. “You’ll find 
hours of conspiracy theories ripe for the picking. But there is one simple, beautiful thread tying it 



all together – people just want to be part of a community. We wanted to write something that 
makes people think a little, laugh a lot and come together.” 
 
Havre De Grace is a key location for the film and the Decoy Museum, a major landmark there 
and nonprofit that houses the finest collections of working and decorative Chesapeake Bay 
decoys, was always in the original script written by Perrie. Actor Guy Wellman, who plays 
Curtis, also lives in Maryland. 
  
The Maryland premiere kicks off at 7 p.m. on Friday, January 30, 2026 at the historic State 
Theater located at 325 St. John Street in Havre de Grace, MD followed by Q&A with filmmakers 
and cast. The Red Carpet Experience and Pre-Screening Reception begins at 6 p.m. To purchase 
tickets, please visit https://www.thestatehavredegrace.org/movie/the-conspirasists.
